Each master swimmer must go to the RUPD station and get a Rice ID badge after joining.  Once you join 
we send your information over to RUPD.  The cost of a Rice ID card is $10.  The RUPD station is on 
campus at the corner of University and Stockton. 
 
Parking: 
Parking on the Rice campus is at a premium.  You can pay as you go in the central parking garage across 
the street from the recreation center for $2 per 35 minutes or at the north visitor lot at entrance 20 off 
Rice Blvd. or at the west lot #1 in front of the Alice Pratt Brown Building.  This parking at these spots is
